
1.
- Prepare as follows in case of a wildfire.
<Inside the house>
☑ Listen to local evacuation instructions and frequently contact your neighbors.
☑ Check the shelter and prepare emergency supplies and bags.
☑ Close all windows and doors and turn off the gas.
<During hiking or camping>
☑ Check the situation through announcements, cell phones, etc. and inform those 
around you.
☑ Stop hiking or camping, avoid the path of fire spread and move far away from 
the mountain. 

2. 
- Prepare as follows in case of a wildfire.
<Outside the house>
☑ Move far away flammable materials around the house.
☑ Spray plenty of water around the house to prevent fires from falling sparks.
What to prepare if you have livestock or companion animals/pets
☑ Prepare enough water and food in case you have to evacuate while leaving 
livestock or animal companions/pets behind.
☑ In case of a forest fire spreading, open the barn door and loosen the leash of 
your pet.
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3.
- If a wildfire approaches, evacuate as follows.
<House (house, building adjacent to a mountain)>
☑ If there is an evacuation notice in the area, immediately move to the designated 
location.
☑ Since there may be residents who were unable to evacuate, inform about your 
neighbors situation.
☑ When moving, avoid the path of the wildfire and use a road away from the 
mountain.
☑ Even if you did not receive instructions, if you smell smoke or feel fear, 
immediately evacuate to a safe place.

<During hiking or camping>
☑ When hiking, avoid valleys and quickly descend to a section with deciduous 
trees.
☑ When camping, quickly leave the area where the wildfire is spreading by using 
a road away from the mountain.
☑ If you are unable to evacuate, lie down on your stomach, remove fallen leaves 
from the area, and maintain a low posture.
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4.
- If a wildfire approaches, evacuate as follows.

<This is how to evacuate if you are elderly or with physical disabilities>
☑ Ask for help from your neighbors, city/county/district office, or administrative 
welfare center.
☑ If you have difficulty moving, wait for help in a safe place in a while.

Preparations in advance
☑ In case of wildfire, decide in advance who will be able to help you(assistant) 
and how to request them (phone, etc.).
☑ Prepare enough medications that you are taking, and prepare equipment 
(walking sticks, wheelchairs, etc.)that will help you evacuate.

5.
- If a wildfire approaches, evacuate as follows.
<This is how to evacuate if you are with children>
☑ Hold the baby using a baby carrier and protect the baby and one’s own body 
with your hands.
☑ Hold the child's hand while evacuating and tell them what to do so that you 
can deal with it together.
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6.
-This is how to act after extinguishing the wildfire.
<Inform the situation and request rescue for the injured.>
☑ After evacuation, check for injuries and inform family or acquaintances of the 
situation.
☑ In case of injuries, receive help from those around you and provide first aid 
and report to a rescue/ambulance.
<Depending on the damage, decide whether or not to return home.>
☑ Follow the instructions from the city/county/district office, administrative 
welfare center, or other places of residence. 
☑ Check the damage to your home and safety along your route before returning 
home.
☑ After returning home, check if there’s a damage to water supply, electricity, 
and gas facilities before using them.
☑ If you detect fire or smoke in the mountains around your home, report it 
immediately.

7.
- Smart Forest Disaster App ‘Wildfire Report’

1. Search for the ‘스마트산림재난(Smart Forest Disaster)’ app on Google Play or App 
Store or download it via QR code.
2. Click ‘산림재난 신고하기(Report Forest Disaster)’ at the bottom of the app.
3. Report a wildfire by location, filming, or phone.
4. Select the reporting location on the map.
5. Attach a photo or video of the fire scene.
6. Enter the damage area, damage scale, name, affiliation, and contact 
information, and then select Report. (*optional)

-Prompt reporting prevents large wildfires.
